VOTING IS A MATTER OF FAITH
Political, Not Partisan

People of faith are ideally suited to encourage voting because
all our faiths agree that each person matters, and all people are
connected. Voting is a way of loving our neighbor. It is also a way
of expressing the belief that we are all children of God.

In the 2022 general election, only 69.1 % of Americans who were eligible registered to
vote. Of those, only 52.2 % of eligible voters actually cast a ballot.

Encouraging our members and neighbors to vote is a very concrete way to show them
that we want to be in community with them. Most of the people who did not vote were
registered and could have voted — but something came between them and their ballot
and left them feeling a little less connected to the community.

Let's do better. Let's make sure every member of the community understands that they
are loved and valued... and that they know when, where, and how to vote.
